Talle Batti Background:
· Consists of three villages: Phum Muen Prosjan, Phum Phreat, and Phum Dawndog.

· This community is home to approximately 3,500 people.

· Primary occupation: rice farming.

· Primary religion: Buddhism.

· Primary language: Khmer.

· Rainy Season: April – November.

· Location:  Takeo province, between Phnom Penh and Takeo city.
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Water Supply Problem:
The community does not have an adequate supply of clean water.  During the rainy season, rain buckets are used to store water. However, this water is contaminated and causes a multitude of health problems, spreads disease, and is a main cause of the high child mortality rate there. 

In the past other groups have tried to install water pumps and filters, but within a year the pumps failed, the water was still contaminated and the community lacked the knowledge and resources to fix the problems.
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Our Solution:
Engineer a sustainable water supply system for the three villages in Talle Batti.  In November an assessment team from the Hampton Roads chapter will visit the villages to evaluate the environment, research why past attempts have failed and conduct the necessary testing and evaluation.  Upon returning to the U.S., our chapter will engage in the design phase to come up with a sustainable solution suitable to this community.  Plans and designs undergo a lengthy evaluation process through EWB-USA to ensure our solution is optimal for this community.  We also intend to work with the Cambodia-Dutch Organization, which pioneers educational programs in this region.  With their help we will educate the community on the system and ensure they can complete basic repairs and maintenance.  
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
